I have had extensive experience of developing new courses (and awards) and seeing these through to validation.  Among the most significant have been two 24-point units, Understanding Business and Public Policy and Business and Public Policy: A Comparative Perspective. These were two end-to-end Level 3 units designed to introduce students to the political significance of ‘business’ and its role vis-à-vis public policy-makers and the political system. The first unit introduced concepts and issues, the second put these to work in a comparative perspective which embraced the UK, Western Europe, the USA and the Pacific Rim. 

Teaching responsibilities include an important skills element. I contributed  to four units on the University’s Undergraduate Skills and Capabilities Curriculum (USCC) – the Effective Learning Programme (ELP) and Project Management (both Level One) and Employability and Career Development (ECD) and Research Methods (both Level Two). A Research Methods unit designed by me is also delivered over intensive sessions to MBA students at partner institutions overseas preparatory to their dissertation work. I have taught abroad delivering both this and other UL units. 
Dissertation supervision

I have extensive experience of supervising both undergraduate and post-graduate dissertations not only at the University of Lincoln but in respect of students at partner institutions in this country and abroad and have developed a range of materials and activities to supplement and support supervision.  In the last ten years I have supervised upwards of 350 MBA dissertations principally in the areas of international business, strategic management and marketing.  Dissertation supervision off-campus has all been undertaken in a virtual learning environment.

I was External Examiner with respect to four politics units at the Department of Politics, University of Stirling, from 2000 to 2003.

Current Research Interests:

I  am under contract to write a book  on business- government relations  in the UK and other developed market economies. The importance of the environment is constantly emphasised in business education which usually  translates into the delivery of some material on law, economics and social/technological trends embedded in a ‘Business Environment’ course.  Government and politics are generally ignored despite the significance of the government/business relationship in developed market economies and the centrality of issues such as globalisation; the role, status and power of MNCs; the regulation of world trade; the nature of political systems; political ideology and business; the European Union (EU); the organisation of business influence; the power of business and the ethics of business in relation to issues such as the environment, political donations and so on. Some business environment texts offer students some introductory government and politics material but there is no specific, focused text offering a comprehensive overview of government/business relations at the national, regional and global levels and covering the kinds of topics outlined above. The text will  seek to remedy this gap.
